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Earlybird Club — Information for parents

Welcome to the Earlybird Club, a games and activity club for children who like to have a fun
start to the day.

We have some essential information for you which will help with the smooth running of the
Club.

e This Club is run on a daily basis and is thus primarily for children who wish to attend
on a regular basis.

e The cost is payable termly in advance. Payment should be made to the Infant School
office in a named envelope with days to be attended written on the front. There will
be no refund for the days booked but not attended as members of staff are employed
for those days.

e Children can take part for the occasional single day when specific circumstances
require this, with two days’ notice, if there is a space on that day. Payment must be
in advance and a request slip must be filled in, these should be placed in a named
envelope and given into the school office.

e Two weeks written notice needs to be given for cancellation of a place.

e Children should be dropped off at the front gate of the Infant School where you will
be greeted by a member of the Earlybird Staff. This must be between 8.00am and
8.05am. After this time parents will need to ring and wait for a Staff member to let
themin.

e The Junior School children will be escorted to the Junior school by a member of the
Earlybird or Junior School Staff in time for the beginning of the school day and the
Infant School children will be taken to their classroom by 8.45am.

e Children are expected to behave according to the school rules at all times.

e Non-payment in advance will lead to the termination of the place.

e Parents must NOT park in the staff car park as all spaces are needed for members of
staff arriving for work .

Methods of payment accepted:

e Cheque (Payable to Tenterden Schools Trust) or cash paid to Infants school office.

e By Tax Free Childcare Vouchers — HM Government. School reference: Tenterden
Infant School URN 143787

e Tenterden Infant and Junior School pupils can pay using the ScoPay account. (Full
payment will be required for the whole term).

e If you are a Trust member then you are entitled to 10% discount.
