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Following the introduction of the Homework Menu we have found that the tasks which have the highest
impact on children’s learning are reading, spellings, number bonds and times tables (Year 2) As a school, we
have therefore taken the decision to make these our compulsory tasks whilst making all other tasks
optional. Your child may want to explore their own activity which has been inspired by the work they have
done in school. This would be great and we would love them to bring their research into school.
