Before prayers, they mash (wuduw) .and
remone their shoes out of respect to the
prophet Muhammad. They proyer at
specific times o day at home, w.ork/
school and in a mosque.

Eid-ul-Fitr, .one of the most celebrated festiv.als
in Lslam, marks the end .of the holy month .of
Ramadan, .a month when Muslims .across the
world hold fast from dawn to dusk. Muslims
celebrate Eid-ul-Fitr in the month .of Shaww.al.
